Diverse Background of HOPECORPS Volunteers
Homes of Hope India-US has provided HOPECORPS volunteers from diverse backgrounds to work directly in some of the 32 orphanages, schools, empowerment centres locations that it supports in India.  These are located in the states of Kerala, Karnataka and Andra Pradesh in what is called the HopeZone.

Home of Hope India-US assists – through direct funding, providing of resources, and volunteers – the work of the Salesian Sisters of Don Bosco of the Bangalore Province.

From physicians and computer experts to recent college graduates, teachers and artists, over 40 volunteers have gone to India in the past two years to utilize their specific skills in helping to rescue and house orphan children, to educate tens of thousands of poor children in the Salesian schools, and through Salesian empowerment centres, to provide support and micro-loans to help poor women and their children lift themselves out of poverty.
